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Office of Part-time Sheriff – Appointment Exercise for Vacancies Arising During 2011/12
Case Study – Interviews May/June 2011
The Case Study is the first stage of the interview process.  It provides an opportunity for you to demonstrate that you have the appropriate level of legal knowledge and competence for the role of Part time Sheriff, by reviewing and discussing relevant material with the judicial and legal members of the panel (with the lay members present).  

Attached is a fictional statute and related legal material.  That material comprises sections of principal statute, amending legislation, commencement orders and short extracts from two fictional cases in which the legislation has been considered and commented on.
The exercise is designed to be self contained.  No knowledge of or reference to other legal material is required.  The exercise focuses on your ability to interpret and apply the law and exercise your discretion in a judicial context.  It offers an opportunity to provide further evidence that you possess these qualities.
Before your interview you were presented with an application for an interim order in terms of the legislation, together with some relevant factual material and some additional legal material.  You will have the opportunity to view a recording of two short submissions in support of and opposing the application.  You will have one hour of quiet study time to read the additional material, hear the submissions and prepare your decision which you will then be asked to deliver to the panel.  You may divide that hour as best suits you.  The submissions will, however, be played only once. 
Thereafter the legal and judicial members of the panel will discuss your decision and the relevant legislation.  The time for delivery of the decision to the panel and discussion with them will last up to 45 minutes. 
You may make notes and bring them into the interview with you if you wish to do so.  Please return the case study, notes and material after the interview.
